Foundation Degree in Music Production FAQs

1. How many questions will be asked at interview and what will they be?   There will not be a set number of questions asked at the interview as these will be based on the work presented and the individual discussion that is conducted between the applicant and interviewers. General areas of questioning may include; your knowledge of production/recording techniques, your experience of working with music technology, questions regarding your own composition/songwriting/ arrangements and your knowledge and experience of working with others within a musical context.
2. Should I have been responsible for the recordings?  Ideally you would have been responsible for the recording & production of the pieces. If this is not the case we would at least expect you to have been involved in some technical capacity i.e. where multiple instruments are used you set up the mic’s and set up the recording equipment/system.
