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How much are the Tuition fees?

The Tuition Fees for International students are as follows:

Will I pay the same fee for each year of the course? 

The fees for the BTEC National Diploma will increase each year, but the fees for the BA, and FD programmes will remain the same throughout your time on the course, as long as you do not change courses.  The fee for the MA and PG.Dip is for the whole course whether studied full time or part time.
(Please note: students requiring a visa are not usually able to study part-time).
How and when will I need to pay the tuition fees?

If possible you should pay your fees in full before or at enrolment.  If this is not possible you may pay a deposit, and the rest in instalments by standing order from a UK bank account.  This will normally be in 6 instalments from October to March. You must have paid the fee in full, or paid the deposit and arranged a standing order, before you can be fully enrolled.  All fees must be paid in £ sterling.  You can pay by Credit Card, (not American Express), International Money order, Bank transfer, UK Debit card, UK Cheque.  To make a card payment over the telephone, please contact our Finance Department on +44 (o)113 2223450.  In the Summer before you arrive we will send you further information about payment of tuition fees, with the enrolment information.
Are there any discounts or scholarships available?
Yes - Discounts are strictly as follows:
Undergraduate students (BA or FD) - A discount of 5% of the full tuition fee is available to undergraduate students who pay the International tuition fee rate, and who pay the fee in full at or before enrolment
Postgraduate students  (MA or PG dip  -A discount of 5% of the full tuition fee is available to all Postgraduate students who pay the fee in full at or before enrolment
Alumni
A discount of 5% is available for International or Home/EU students who proceed directly from an Undergraduate course at LCM, onto a Postgraduate course at LCM, the following academic year after graduation.
Additional notes about discounts

· Alumni students who also pay the fee in full at or before enrolment may claim both discounts i.e. a total of 10% discount

· No discounts are available for Further Education courses.
· International students who are in receipt of an international scholarship, which takes the form of a reduction in fees, will have the discount applied first, and then the scholarship amount will be deducted from the fee payable.  
Scholarships
· International students who will be studying on Undergraduate or Postgraduate courses may apply for an International Scholarship. This is awarded annually on a competitive basis and takes the form of a reduction on the tuition fees for the first year only. · There are no scholarships for the BTEC National Diplomas.

Living costs

How much will I need to live on?

Apart from your tuition fees, you will need to budget for:
· Travel and Visa costs

· Accommodation costs – Rent and Utility bills

· Study Costs – Books Music, IT essentials
· General living costs – food, phone bill, toiletries, laundry etc

· Daily travel to College – If you don’t live within walking distance

· Extras, social life etc
You can use the international student calculator to help you plan a budget before you arrive.  Go to www.studentcalculator.org.uk/international   

Here are some estimated costs to help you plan your budget:  

Accommodation

This will vary according to where you wish to live and the length of the contract.

· Joseph Stones House or other similar Hall of Residence.

Approximate weekly rent for En-suite room in shared flat                       £113
Approximate weekly rent for a studio room (self-contained)                   £140    
Rents include utility bills, internet connection and basic insurance.  Contracts are for 42 weeks. 

· Room in a shared privately rented house or flat with other students:

Approximate weekly rent £68.  Contracts are for a full year i.e. 52 weeks.     
 This does not usually include utility bills, contents insurance or internet connection.    You should allow at least another £18 per week for these.         
The overall cost for accommodation whether in a Hall of Residence, or a private house, is roughly the same, but the length of time you can stay is different. 

In addition to the above costs we would suggest that you need about another £80 per week at least, to cover food, laundry, books, stationery, mobile phone, and leisure.  You will also need to budget for other less regular costs such as a TV licence, household goods you may need, clothing, visa fees and travel costs.
Opening a Bank Account
You will need to open a UK bank account as soon as possible.

Remember that International students cannot obtain benefits in the UK and are required to have enough funds to cover their tuition fees and living costs
